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Study on changes in the living space of the modern monastery
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In the Christianity, there are a Worldview about the formation of the world and a View of human about the relationship between
God-human, human-human. These views have influenced church facilities. Especially, since a monastery has both the chapel and
the living space, it would be an appropriate facility to study how those views influenced church facilities.
